	Sion Community Parish Mission – Jim Roarty confirmed that he will take on the role as overall co-ordinator of the forthcoming Parish Mission.
In terms of assigning co-ordinator roles for the various other activities within the mission preparations:
JR will review the list of people who have volunteered and identify potential co-ordinators and share with Parish Council.

JR will then contact those identified and ask them to take on the various roles. If they agree, JR will provide co-ordinator with the list of names of people who have volunteered.

JR advised that he spoke with Peter Gillam re potential need for disclosure completion for those on the visiting group. Peter confirmed that this would not be required.
Fund Raising. View was that we need to make clear the costs to the parish and parishioners needed to be willing to contribute financially to pay for the parish mission.

SC to speak to parish on 09/10 to explain the need for funds, there will be a reminder on 30/10 with the special collection being taken up on 06/11.
Wednesday Word – LR confirmed that the Wednesday Word has now been issued to p5, p6 and p7 children who have receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. Only one parish family with children not at St John’s Primary School has so far asked to receive their copy. LR is aware of other families in the parish in this position and will speak to them to see if they too are interested in receiving the Wednesday Word each week.
LR advised that there is also a Wednesday Word available for adults which provides the coming Sunday’s reading as well as a reflection. It was agreed that this should be issued to parishioners along with the parish newsletter each week. LR to progress.
Youth Café & Caritas– LR confirmed that the Youth Cafe resources have been ordered.
LR linked this into the Pope’s Caritas Award established after the Pope’s recent visit.
Holy Rood High School has 62 pupils who have put themselves forward for this award, 10 of whom regularly attend St John’s Parish Church. The award requires the pupils to carry out 20 hours of meaningful, needed work within parish life between now and the end of February.

LR suggested that pupils could be involved in evaluating and running, with adult support, the Youth Cafe. This was a view supported by the Parish Council. Other ideas for involvement included working on the Fairtrade stall, Teas and Coffees, Greeters, and Eucharistic Ministers.
